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Arithmetic Mean: Total the values of all of the answers and divide by the number of answers. The result is 
the average value of the answers given by the respondents. This is what most people refer to as an aver-
age. 

Median: Order the values of all the answers given by the respondents. It does not matter if the order is as-
cending or descending in value. Locate the middle value or two middle values of the ordered sequence. If 
there is one middle value, it is the median. If there are two middle values, add the two values together and 
divide by two. The arithmetic mean of the two middle values is the median. 

Mode: The mode is the value of the most commonly given answer. If there is more than one value “tied” for 
most commonly given answer, the arithmetic mean of the multiple values is the mode. 

Since these mathematical constructs do not tell the whole story, numbers and percentages of 
respondents’ answers will also be shown.
